Nursery Changes 
On Monday, a communication from school relayed the intended changes for Nursery at Panaga: a two tier 
provision of Pre-Nursery (2-3 year olds) and Nursery (3-4 year olds). In order to support the change process, an 
additional teacher will join the Nursery. Miss Sarah Josefsen will make the internal move from IP1 to take up this 
position.  A new teacher will be recruited to complete the IP1 team. The recruitment procedure - supported by 
HRS - will seek a suitably qualified and experienced teacher locally, regionally and internationally, as needed. 
Although January is a target date, Miss Sarah will make the transition only when a new P1 teacher has been 
appointed. 
 
To fulfil all local recruitment opportunities in the first instance, an advertisement for the post features at the end of 
this Parent Information Letter, alongside the recruitment for a maternity cover in late February 2012.
